County board report: Jeremy Gronski reported that two new members were elected to the Board. The new highway/forestry building was approved, a 10 year funding plan was approved and the Forestry department presented a loan of $300,000.00 at 0%.  
Forestry updates:  Jim Ulmaniec reported that the PRT company had planted new seedlings in the area of timber sales. The second planting of 68 acres could be trenched this fall and planted in the spring or we could wait to do the whole project next year. 
Town road bids for 2016-17 construction cycle: Chairman Gronski reported that he will be getting the bids to the paper for the road projects scheduled for this year. 
Public Comment:  Discussion of the discontinuation of Heritage Road with the Erickson family included research of the process by Tim Harmon and photos presented by Vince Erickson.
Road report/projects for the month:  Randy Schadow presented his monthly report.  In addition to grading & regular road maintenance; repairs were done on the skidsteer, Fire Department inspection found no violations and septic system was serviced. 
He also removed a refrigerator and trash found on Town roads and mowed the yard. Shouldering of Oeltjen Rd was done with mutual aid from Luck, Sterling & Laketown and helped Laketown with one of their roads.  Tim Harmon reported that he had a complaint about Alstad Road.
Auditing of bills:  Motion made to pay the bills by Supervisor Tim Harmon. Seconded by Supervisor Jim Ulmaniec. Carried.
